Status of Qilseeds Development Programme in Gujarat

Status of Oilséeds Cultivation

Among 09 oilseed crops, Groundnut, Castor, Sesamum, R & M and Soybean, are
grown over an area of about 25.69 lakh ha. The state was covered under erstwhile scheme of
Integrated Scheme of Oilseeds, Pulses, Qil Palm and Maize (ISOPOM) implement from
2004-05 to 2013-14 and also included under National Mission on Qilseeds and Oil Palm
(NMOOP) launched from 2014-15. The crop wise area, production and yield of oilseeds in
the state during last couple of years is given below:

Action Plan (AAP) has been approved with a Central Share of Rs. 3900.00 lakhs during
2016-17. A sum of Rs. 2282.1166 lakhs has already been released to the State

3. In addition to State AAP, implemehtation of following interventions has also been
approved through Central agencies in Gujarat:

3.1  Supply of 61000 minikits of improved varieties of and Castor (25000), sesame (1000)
and mustard (35000) through National Seed Corporation (NSC) during 2016-17.

Expenditure of Rs. 1284.17 lakh as against the release of Rs. 2282.1166 lakh indicates
slow progress of implementation the programme.
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A brief status note on Qil palm in Gujarat State

State Department of Horticulture is implementing the oil palm development
programme in the State from 1992-93. Only 5054 ha area has been achieved against of 2.60
lakh ha potential area identified. Presently, the programme has been implemented in 11
districts viz; Bharuch, Narmada, Anand, Vadodara, Valsad, Panchmahal, Kheda, Navsari,
Surat, Tapi and Chota Udepur of the State under NMOOP. One processing mill has been
established at Maroli at Navsari district, which have capacity of 2.5 MT/hrs for crushing of
Fresh Fruit Bunches (FFBs). This processing plant is handed over to M/s. Ruchi Soya
Industries Ltd. during the year 2009 which is not in operation due to unavailability of
required quantity of raw materials.

Thus, the total amount of Rs. 51.81 lakh is available with
the State for the current year. As per their progress report received from the month of
October, 2016 State has utilized "Nil” amount.
