rief status note on Qil palm in Kerala Stat

The 0il Palm India Limited (OPIL), Kottayam, Kerala, which is a joint venture of Govt.
of India and Govt. of Kerala, has been implementing oil palm development programme in
the State of Kerala. OPIL is the pioneer in the field of oil palm cultivation in the country,
which has developed oil palm estates. The plantation was started initially in the year 1971
and achieved oil palm area expansion 5769 ha up to the March, 2016. An area of 6500 ha
has been identified potential for oil palm cultivation among the three estates viz. Yeroor,
Chithara and Kulathupuzha. OPIL has established their own processing mill having capacity
of 20 MT FFBs per hour for crushing at Yeroor estate. They have also established a hybrids
seed production garden from where about 10.00 lakh seeds are produced and the same is ;
supplied to the entrepreneurs inside and outside the State. OPIL is always a profit making
organization, which has been paying dividend to Govt. of India and Govt. of Kerala.
